Bike Collection

Six youths from 12 to 16 years of age will participate 
at a time for 8 sessions. There will be possible 
mentors available. Each youth will be taught basic 
bike repair such as tire patching, brake adjustments 
and gear repairs. The youths will receive one bike to 
completely rebuild and then give it to a friend. He will 
then be given a bike to rebuild for himself. When he 
completes the work he will be encouraged to come 
back to the next course to help with the new youths. 
All of these youths will be encouraged to continue to 
do volunteer work with the bike program, especially 
in repairing the hundreds of bikes for the Christmas 
bike drive for the very young.

Neighborhood associations, Home Owners 
Associations, and gated communities can collect 
bikes in their neighborhood and arrangements can 
be made with Jack the Bike Man to have all the bikes 
at a specific location where the bikes can be picked 
up by a Jack the Bike Man volunteer.
